Communicating Better with IT

Our school was invited to
participate in an annual national
Geography IT project, initiated by
Ministry of Education Educational
Technology Division (ETD). This
year, the 12 participating schools
were tasked to analyse causes
of heat trapped in an urban
environment like Singapore.
Through discussions and
presentations, the different
schools came up with many different hypothesis, conducted field trips
and came together to share the data collected. ETD sent in trainers to
equip teachers and students on programs like Google Earth, data loggers
and highlighted the usefulness of discussion forum like Yahoo Groups. All
these took the learning of Geography to greater heights.

We realized that the project required a certain level of proficiency in the
usage of various software and hardware. To strengthen the students’
knowledge in these areas, our school roped in resident ASKnLearn IT
Educator, Mr. Eric Chew.

One of the greatest help provided by Eric was to guide students in the
proper usage of tablet PCs. These skills greatly lightened the post field-
trip effort for the students. They were able to record data using the built-
in microphone in the tablet PC, tabulate the data collected on the spot

and compile notes using the stylus pen. Students could easily recall
observations recorded during the trip when they did their work at home.

"Mdm, the Tablet PC is so cool!" said 14 year old Shuan Heng from 2N1.

"The students were completely excited and enthusiastic about the
sophisticated IT equipment!" Mr. Ang (a trainee teacher attached to the
school) said.

The teachers-in charge of the project, Mrs. Sim Y.K and Miss Chua H.H
had also set up a discussion forum on the WizLearn Learning Management
System for the students to discuss their work and hand in their project
drafts before they share their compiled answers on the Yahoo Groups
with the other schools.  It was also from this system that the two teachers
could place announcements and instructions, breaking physical constraints
and communicate with the students as a group online.  These boys were
from different classes and it was difficult for them to meet up and analyze
the data, let alone conduct a national level project, had it not been for
the LMS and IT equipment.

The hard work of students, teachers and trainers paid off greatly. Students
enthusiased on the skills they had picked along the way and how they
had enjoyed the project. A participating student even offered to impart
the skills learnt to his junior schoolmates. The boys felt further rewarded
when they won the only award (Best Discussion Award) given by the ETD
for this project.
